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Eye Safety
Meeting Objectives

To explain the hazards identified in the dealership that present a potential for eye injuries and the required personal protective equipment.

Suggested Materials to Have on Hand

· Pair of safety glasses or sample of several types

· Full face shield 

· Pair of safety goggles

· Signs indicating Eye Protection Required

· Cleaning supplies for eye protection

· Indicate dealerships safety rules on eye protection (pg. 2 RULES)

Other Suggestions

· Conduct meeting near bench grinder or brake lathe 

· Point out all emergency eye wash stations and demonstrate how to operate. Make sure emergency eye wash is working or in the case of gravity tanks – filled with water.

· Consider using safety video in meeting that is available through Brentwood Services
Introduction

You only have one pair of eyes. Once they are gone, that’s it. There really isn't much to be said about protecting your eyes other than you would be foolish not to do so at all times while on the job. Eye injuries are the #2 cause of injuries in the self-insured fund. Eye protection devices have been used in industry since 1910. While the original eye protection devices were somewhat limited, today there are eye protection devices for every type of exposure. The point is, don’t think that the safety glasses you had to wear a few years back are the same ones available today – they’re not.

While the wearing of eye protection at all times is strongly encouraged, many situations demand that workers wear eye protection. In fact, OSHA can (and will) issue monetary fines on the dealership for not enforcing these rules. Just a few of these are: 

· Grinding or sanding 

· Use of manual, pneumatic and power impact tools 

· All areas of the repair shop (Technicians)

· Handling acids or caustics (detailing or clean-up)

· Gas welding, cutting and brazing 

· Working under raised vehicles (Technicians)

· In environments of excessive dust (sanding, brake work, etc.)

· Use of hydraulic power press

Some people just don't like to wear safety glasses and goggles. One of the complaints is that goggles tend to fog up or glasses get dirty. Fogging happens when sweat vaporizes and coats the inside of the lens. If you have this problem with goggles and glasses, wear a handkerchief or sweatband around your forehead to keep perspiration out. As for keeping the safety glasses 

clean, the dealership should provide cleaning materials for the safety glasses. (Bring small squirt bottles filled with glass cleaner and tissues. Issue them to attendees.)

Another complaint is that eye protection devices are uncomfortable, but usually this is because the eye protection device does not fit properly. Make sure that you have the device properly adjusted for the correct fit or simply get another that fits betters. You can see a lot better out of a properly fitted eye protection device that you can out of a glass eye. 

Like all safety devices, eye protection is there for you and your eyes. Be smart and use eye protection at all times when on the job. What have you got to loose? Your sight?
